It consists of a General Commitee,
with representatives from all European countries, and is led by an ESCMID-
apponted Steerng Committee, which includes a Chaiman, Scientific
Secretary, Clinical Data Coordinator, six National Breakpoint Committee
representatives and two representatives of the EUCAST Generd Committee.
Decisiors are made by the Steering Committee after consultation with the
General Committee.

Committees of France, Germany, Norway, Sweden, The Netherands and
‘The United Kingdom.
